o All teams will have the opportunity to scrimmage at halftime of a Boulder or Fairview
Varsity game or CU game

e Players will have the opportunity to sit right behind a HS game Home bench and experience
a high school basketball game right there with the players and coaches

e HS coaches will come to watch our teams at some tournament and league games

e Attend HS Varsity practices. HS coaches will also conduct “fundamentals” clinics

Other Info:

e Teams practice two weekday evenings per week at either 6 — 7:30PM or 7:30 — 9:00PM

e Season runs from mid October to late February / early March. In November and December,
teams play in 3 tournaments. In January and February/March, teams will play in either the
Gold Crown or Power to Play League

Team Selection Process:

Within 3 days after tryouts, the respective coach or evaluators, who have selected you to play on their
team, will call or email you to ask if you wish to join their team. To be fair to both coaches and
teammates, we ask that you tell us whether you are committed to joining the team at that time. If you are
undecided about playing Feeder Basketball, and cannot make the commitment at that time, we certainly
understand. Unfortunately, though, it will be necessary for the coach or administrator to offer your spot
to the next player in line willing to commit at that time. Please keep in mind that not all players who try
out are initially chosen, but we absolutely go all out to try to find a place for all. That is part of our
mission.
